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Outline: 

China is now the fourth largest national economy in the world by nominal GDP (US$3.42 trillion in 2007) and in second place according to purchasing power parity GDP. The annual average GDP growth rate of 10 per cent since the 1990s has been fuelled in part by China’s export-oriented economy. Since 2007 the economy has been re - orientated away from export led to growth based on domestic demand making China a huge market of an estimated 1.3 billion people, which absorbed US$953 billion of imports in 2007.
Residency Aims: 
The China Residency will examine the political, social and economic challenges confronting China’s dynamic growth today. The residency aims to provide a context for understanding the rapid change that China has experienced over the past twenty years which has turned the country into both a political and an economic superpower. Students will gain a clearer understanding of how China has made the transition from a command to a market economy, the social ramifications and environmental considerations of Chinese rapid economic growth as well as China’s foreign relations.  Spread over two weeks the residency will include visits to the China’s cultural and political centre Beijing, the dynamic financial powerhouse that is Shanghai and the manufacturing heartland of Guangzhou. The residency will conclude in Hong Kong allowing students to fully understand what the Chinese mean when they refer to one country  - two systems!    
The aims of the residency will further be realised though a lecture series, site visits and discussions with either business or government agency officials from China or a variety of specialists including academics and practitioners. Such site visits to encourage a more comprehensive understanding of the multi – faceted issues affecting the country and society.
