Ian Walter Pryke

Ian Pryke retired from the European Space Agency at the end of September 2003.  He is currently a Senior Fellow/Assistant Professor at the Center for Aerospace Policy Research in the School of Public Policy of George Mason University and also operates as an independent consultant.   

Mr. Pryke joined the European Space Research Organisation [later ESA] in 1969 working in the areas of data processing and satellite communications.  In 1976 he transferred to the Agency’s Earth Observation Programme Office where he was involved in the formulation of ESA’s Remote Sensing programme.  In August 1979 he moved to the ESA Washington Office, where he was engaged in liaison work with both government and industry in the United States and Canada, taking over as Head of the Office in November 1983.

Mr. Pryke holds a Bachelor of Science Degree in Physics [1968] from the University of London and a Master of Science Degree in Space Electronics and Communications [1971] from the University of Kent.

He is a Fellow of the American Astronautical Society, a Fellow of the American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics, a Member of the International Academy of Astronautics, a Fellow of the British Interplanetary Society and an Associate Founder and Trustee of the International Space University.
